Hello everyone, how are you guys today? What did you do yesterday after class? Anyone go out yesterday? [Ask some students about that] Ok, was it good?  
[Bring the topic up naturally] When did you guys come to <<Canada>>? [Ask 3 students] 

When did you start to study English? [Ask 2 students]

	Procedure:

OK, all you guys are staying in <<Canada>> now and one day in the past, you guys came here. And all you guys are also studying English now and one day in the past, you guys started to study English. Right? In this case, what kind of tense can we use? Someone is doing something from the day in the past, and still doing something. What tenses can we use? [maybe they can say ‘present perfect tense’] Ok, Can you give some example sentences about present perfect sentences? [listen them and praise] Ok, now you guys remember what is the present perfect tense, good job. Then, Tyra, when did you come to Canada? Aaron, when did you start to study English? [Write on the board] Instead of 'Tyra came to <<Canada>> last August' or ' Aaron started to study English when I was 8', How can we say... [Elicit sentences from students] 
Tyra has stayed in <<Canada>> for 6 months. Or, 

Tyra has stayed in <<Canada>> since last August. 

Aaron has studied English for 17 years. Or 

Aaron has studied English since he was 8 years old 

[Draw the time line on the table] 

Here is now and the left side is the past. And 'Tyra has stayed in <<Canada>> since last August.' so, the time will be here. [As draw] and ' Aaron has studied English since he was 8 years old' so, maybe the time will be here. 

Ok, guys, what's the difference between since and for? [Elicit the time differences between for and since from students; ‘Since’ is with specific time, ‘for’ is with period] 

[Use substitution table: On the board there is the substitution table but the table is blank and there will be some pieces of paper with tape for attaching and removing on the board. On the papers, there are some words related to timelines 'last August','6 years’,’ she was 9 years old', 'this Thursday',' I week'] 

Ok, which paper can be next to the for? And which paper can be next to the since? [Elicit the answer and as students answer, and as they answer, put the papers on the substitution table] Ok good job guys. 

Irene, how long have you dated your boyfriend? 

[She will answer]I have dated my boyfriend for 500 days. 

And then we can say Irene... [Elicit sentence from students and write down the sentences] has dated her boyfriend for 500 days. 

And we can also say... [Elicit] Irene has dated her boyfriend since 2007. 

[Ask Tyra ‘I know you really like to cook. how long have you cooked?' and elicit 2 sentences] 

[Drill (repeat) 2 times each sentences] 

[CCQ]OK, Is Irene still dating with her boyfriend? -yes 

      And do you know when Irene started to date her boyfriends? -yes 500days.

	Procedure:

OK, let's move on to an activity. We're going to do the activity in teams. 
You guys are one team and you guys are one team. What we're going to do is, I'll read the sentence and there will be a blank. After listen the sentence you have to say what can be on the blank between ‘for’ and ‘since’. For example if I read the sentence, 'I have played piano ____ last year’ then, you have to say... [Elicit] 'Since' and if I say ’I have played piano ____ one year' then you have to say 'for'. You have to say before other team is saying. And we are going to bet the score from 100 to 400. Of course, the team who get more score going to win and the first betting is going to be only 100 and from second time, the winner team can bet the score. Before starting, we have to choose the name of each team [make the name and do] 

Questions: Rica has talked on the phone with her friend (for) three hours. 

             Aaron has lived with his uncle (since) June 2005. 

             Tyra has studied Japanese (for) 8 months. 

             Michelle has played violin (since) she was 9 years old. 

             Irene has traveled to <Europe> (for) 3 weeks. 

             Katya has taught English (for) 10 years. 

             Lucas has cooked Korean food (since) last September.

	Procedure:

Let's move on to next activity 'Survey'. I am going to give you guys a worksheet and on this worksheet, you can see the chart and you can also see the five questions like ' How long have you stayed in <<Canada>>?" You are going to ask the question to your group and white down the answer from your group on the blanks. For example, when Rica asks ‘How long have you stayed in Canada?’ and if Aaron answers ‘ I’ve stayed in Canada for 8 months’ and Rica is going to write down ‘8 month’ on the blank and ask other partners and write the answer. After you fill the all blanks, I’m going to ask you questions. ‘Rica, how long has Aaron stayed in <Canada>?’ and then, Rica have to answer ‘Aaron has stayed in <Canada> for 8 months’ and, ‘Aaron has stayed in <<Canada>> since last July.’  I'll give you 6 minutes to ask and answer. You guys are one group and you guys are one group.
